CALL FOR POSTERS
The UNC Institute on Aging, in collaboration with the Prevention Research Centers-Healthy Aging Research Network (PRC-HAN) “Promoting Environmental and Policy Change to Support Healthy Aging” Conference, will host the Sixth Annual Aging Exchange, an evening dedicated to promoting aging research at UNC Chapel Hill,  from 5:30pm-8:30pm on Tuesday, September 15th at The Friday Center.  The UNC Institute on Aging invites UNC at Chapel Hill graduate students, post-doctoral fellows, clinical scholars, AND faculty with an interest in aging to submit poster abstracts for the event.  
· Posters will be eligible for first, second, and third prizes of $250, $200, and $150, respectively, in two categories:  1) Graduate level (both Master and Doctoral students), and 2) Post-Doctoral Fellow/Clinical Scholar. In addition, awards will be available for the poster that best reflects university-community partnerships and/or patient transitions (prize of $250), and the poster that best reflects interdisciplinary research (prize of $250). Note: Faculty are encouraged to submit posters (maximum of one per first author), but are not eligible for prizes.

· Posters from all areas of research in aging are welcomed, including the basic and social sciences, public health, clinical, translational, health and social services, and the humanities and arts. Posters about clinical innovations and promising practices in aging services and innovative aging education approaches are also encouraged.

· As the purpose of this event is to share information about aging on this campus, it is acceptable to present posters that have previously been presented in other forums.

Posters will be reviewed by a committee of jurors from UNC at Chapel Hill and the community, and will be judged for originality of work, the importance to aging, scholarly rigor, and clarity of presentation. 
The deadline for receipt of poster abstracts is 5pm, Friday, September 4th. Applicants will be notified of the Committee’s decision electronically by Tuesday, September 8th.
